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e Through the Baltimore
City we recycle all office
paper of all types.

e We removed 95% of all
aerosol cleaning products in use.

e We use paper products with large post con-
sumer material

e We are purchasing new meeting room ta-
bles made from 30% recycled products and are
100% recyclable when disposed.

e We are working on a more wide reaching
recycling of cardboard and wood pallets.

e Purchase cleaning fluids in bulk and refill
bottles on site.

e Purchase bio-based cleaning solutions.

CATERING DEPARTMENT

e We work with produce vendor in purchas-
ing locally grown fruits and vegetables to pro-
vide business to local farmers whenever possi-
ble

e Beverage carries at our concessions stands
are made of recycled material

e Cup sleeves at Starbucks are made of recy-
clable material

e We use Pre package bio-degradable cutlery
in our employee lunch room

e Able to donate excess food products to lo-
cal charitable organizations

e We use recycled paper for most of our ad-
ministrative work

e Incorporate natural and organic product
into our menu selection when possible

e Looking into implementing a recycling pro-
gram to separate all waste (glass, paper, card-
board and plastics)

e Use China Services Exclusively for all func-
tions on all levels except exhibit halls.

e All seated and served meal
functions are served on china.
e Purchase organic Chicken
from local vendors when avail-
able.

e Use bulk condiments when
possible

Serve food in services bowls/platters, etc and
use serving utensils that are reusable.
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EXECUTIVE OFFICES

e Use recycled office supplies.

e Use Recycled White paper.

e Separate White paper trash from all other trash.

e Recycle program for ink cartridges
Email all proposals, contracts and addendums to
customers.

BUILDING SERVICES DEPARTMENT

e Facilities exterior glass structure and skylights
allow for the use of natural light to reduce electricity
cost and energy savings.

e Facility is equipped with lighting sensors which
reduce the need for artificial lighting and extends
the life cycle of the florescent lamps.

Many areas of the Center have individual tempera-
ture controls, which allows adjustment of tempera-
ture levels to match the occupancy of each space.
e Air handling units designed to utilize 100 per-
cent outside air capabilities when the outdoor air
temperature is below fifty degrees.

e All fifty meeting rooms are equipped with a set
of dampers that are operated by a motion sensor
located inside the meeting space.

e All fifty meeting rooms are equipped with mo-
tion sensors that turn off lights when there is no
activity in the rooms.

e Many of the air handling unit’s motors and
pumps are equipped with energy recovery wheels
and variable frequency drives.

The Center is part of a co-op that purchases bulk
electricity at a reduced rate.
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Training is provided to specific staff departments, when any new green initiative is added to our standard
operating procedures.
